Boat Operation:

Contestants are not permitted to drive the boat when the combustion
engine is in operation during tournament hours. Each boat will be
driven by a coach or volunteer driver. Contestants may operate the
trolling motor. Coaches and volunteers may provide assistance,
including information about locating and catching fish, but are not

permitted to fish.

Catch and Size Limit:

Five bass per team; minimum 12 inches on all bass.
